Nowhere is this truer than at the Eucha-

ristic table, where we celebrate the mysteries in 

community with and joyful expectation of the 

One who is forever and ever.

SANSUM, VISITING NURSE WILL FACILITATE PATIENTSô SUICIDES  

There is a way which seems just to a man,  

but its conclusion leads to death.  (Proverbs 14:12) 

D id you hear the awful news?  Sansum Clinic has announced that it will as-

sist patients who ask doctors to give them a deadly drug under the new 

ñassisted suicideò law that ñCatholicò Gov. Jerry Brown signed into law.  Dr. 

Fred Kass of the Sansum-affiliated Cancer Center said, ñwe have a  

responsibilityò to do what the legislature wants.  Our local Visiting Nurse & Hospice Care said 

it wonôt participate directly, but will be ñeducating and supportingò its patients who want doc-

tors to give them the death potion.  (The Independent, July 21, 2016.) 

Doctors donôt have to take part in this evilðfor now.  But how long will it be till the courts rule 

that all Americans have a previously unnoticed ñconstitutional rightò to death, and that any doc-

tor who says no is violating the patient's ñcivil rights?ò  (Canadaôs new ñassisted suicideò law 

requires every doctor to give the death cup to his or her patientsðno moral objections allowed.)  

And how long until the courts rule that doctors may kill patients directly, and that itôs a crime 

for any doctor or hospital, including Catholic hospitals, to refuse?  Rest assured, pro-ñmercy 

killingò activists, lawyers, judges, politicians, journalists, editorial writers, celebrities and bil-

lionaires are working right now to give you and me our ñconstitutional rightò to be murdered. 

As Catholics and Knights, we have a duty to fight Californiaôs ñassisted suicideò law (which 

our State Senator, Hannah-Beth Jackson, co-sponsored).  Here are some ways we can do that: 

ONE, we should pray that Almighty God, His Mother, His angels and His saints get the law re-

moved from the books.   

TWO, we should support the Life Legal Defense Foundation (www.lldf.org), which is fighting 

in court to get the law ruled unconstitutional.

FOUR, we should write or call those institutions and tell them (politely, of course) why we op-

pose their horrific decision.
